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See Ya Later, Alligator!
Follow these directions to make your own 3D alligator 
Here is what you’ll need:


green construction paper


scissors


crayon or marker
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tape or glue

1.  Fold a piece of green paper lengthwise.
     Any size will do.  The smaller the paper, 

     the smaller the gator! 
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2.  Draw this shape on one side of the paper.  
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3.  While the paper is still folded, cut out the shape.  

      Make six small diagonal cuts along the fold. 
4.  Unfold the paper.  Fold back each of the six slits, 
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      forming little triangles.
5.  Fold the paper back again and draw a jagged alligator mouth and an eye on the front and the back. I wrote Alley Loo on the body of mine.  Fold each foot up at least 1/2 inch from the bottom.  Place a piece of rolled up tape or a dot of glue inside the fold near the head and tail areas to create a three-dimensional  alligator to sit on a desk or table.  
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
